Cabin Air Filters  -  Breathe Easy in Your Car  

During the hot summer months, contaminants, such as pollen, dust, mold spores and 
smog can easily enter a vehiclesô passenger compartment through the air conditioning, 
heating and ventilation systems, making the air in the car six times dirtier than the air 
outside.  You can protect yourself and your passengers from these contaminants by 
replacing the vehiclesô cabin air filter now before summerôs heat arrives.  Cabin air filters 
clean the incoming air and remove allergensðespecially beneficial to people who suffer 
from allergies.      
If the cabin air filter is not replaced, it can cause musty odors in the vehicle, and over time, 
the heater and air conditioner may become damaged by corrosion.  A dirty or clogged 
cabin air filter can also cause contaminants to become so concentrated in the cabin that 
passengers actually breathe in more fumes and particles when riding in the car compared 
to walking down the street. 



How do you know if your car needs a wheel 
alignment?  Vibrations, shimmy, and shaking felt in 
the steering wheel are usually not a sign of 
needing an alignment.  A front end alignment, or 
four wheel alignment as it is commonly referred to 
these days, does just what the name implies align, 
or line up the direction of the wheels so the vehicle 
is pointed in a straight line. 
Cast, camber and toe are terms used to describe 
the direction of the wheel in relation to the body of 
the vehicle.  When you bring your vehicle in for an 
alignment we place it on our special alignment 
rack and our computer will digitally measure the 
direction your tires are pointing.  Depending on the 
direction of the tires, adjustments may need to be 
made.  Once the alignment is completed a second 
digital picture is taken of your tires and we will 
show you what adjustments were made on a print-
out. 
Keeping your vehicle in proper alignment will 
extend the life of your tires and also improve gas 
mileage, something we are all very sensitive to 
lately. 
Regular tire rotation is another great way to extend 
the life of a tire. With regular oil changes here, we

The majority of the 
stopping power of a vehicle comes from the front 
brakes. A vibration or shaking that is felt in the 
steering wheel only when the brakes are applied is 
not a front end alignment problem, but a brake 
problem.  Make sure to tell our technicians about 
the shaking that you feel in the steering wheel 
when you apply the brakes.  This vibration may not 
be felt by the technician on a quick test drive 
around the block, so be specific.  We do a thorough 
confidence inspection on your vehicle every time it 
comes in to our shop for any service, and we will 
tell you about any items that we feel need your 
attention.

Worn out tires and windshield wiper blades are symptoms of neglected 
vehicle maintenance that put drivers and passengers at serious risk 
during the typically rainy months of spring. 
Thin tire treads create hazardous driving conditions when water builds 
up on the roadway.  Deep tread accommodates accumulated water; 
thin tread does not.  Thin tread causes the tire to hydroplaneðride up 
on a film of water, losing contact with the pavement, similar to driving 
on ice. 
The simplest way to check tire tread depth is with a penny.  Insert the 

penny into the grooves of the tread.  If you are able to see all of Lincolnôs head, the tire needs replacement.

Rainy weather also affects driver visibility.  Because 90 percent of driving decisions depend on good vision, a 
clean windshield is imperative.  Streaking and smearing impair vision and are caused by worn windshield 
blades.  Replacing worn wiper blades is easy and inexpensive, why put it off until thereôs a downpour and your 
blades are chattering and smearing the windshield?

Loss of control, swaying when making routine 
turns, bottoming-out on city streets or bouncing 
excessively on rough roads.  These are 
indicators that the steering and suspension may 
have been damaged.  The steering and 
suspension are key safety-related systems. 
Together, they largely determine your carôs ride 
and handling.  Key components are shocks 
and/or struts, the steering knuckle, ball joints, 
the steering rack/box, bearings, seals and hub 
units and tie rod ends. 

Pulling in one direction, instead of maintaining a 
straight path, and uneven tire wear.  These 
symptoms indicate that there may be an 
alignment problem.  Proper wheel alignment is 
important for the lifespan of tires and helps 
ensure safe handling. 

Low tire pressure, bulges or blisters on the 
sidewalls, or dents in the rim.  These problems 
will be visible and should be checked out as 
soon as possible. Tires are the critical 
connection between your car and the road in all 
sorts of driving conditions. 

Every driver knows what it feels like to hit a 
pothole.  What they donôt know is if their vehicle 
has been damaged in the process.  If youôve hit a 
pothole, itôs worth having our professional 
technicians check out your car and make the 
necessary repairs to ensure safety and reliability.
